THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Council of the City of Greater Sudbury
calls on the Federation of Canadian Municipalites and the Association of
Municipalities of Ontario to lodge a complaint with Canada’s Competition Bureau to

investigate allegations that major oil companies are colluding to artificially fix or
raise gasoline prices.
