The District School Board Offices encompass areas beyond the boundary of the City of Greater
Sudbury. The election summary includes the registered voters and voter turnout for the City of
Greater Sudbury as well as the outlying unorganized townships and municipalities for which the
election is being conducted.

The number of eligible registered voters for the City of Greater Sudbury is 127,783 with a total
of 55,161 voters which represents a 43.17 percent voter turnout.

The number of eligible registered voters for the City of Greater Sudbury and the outlying
unorganized townships and municipalities is 137,107 with a total of 55,963 voters which
represents a 40.82 percent voter turnout.
